An Act to amend the Coal Mines (Conservation and Safety)

Br it enacted by Parliament in the Twelfth Year of the Republic
of India as follows:—

1. This Act may be called the Coal Mines (Conservation and Short title.
Safety) Amendment Act, 1961.

2, In section 3 of the Coal Mines (Conservation and Safety) Act, Amendment
1952 (hereinafter referred to as the principal Act), after clause (h), °of section 3.
the following clauses shall be inserted, namely:—

‘(hh) “railway” shall have the meaning assigned to it in the
Indian Railways Act, 1890;
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(hhk) “safety in coal mines” includes the safety of any
railway situated on the surface above a coal mine;’.
